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Placement avenues in the field of agriculture and allied organizations/ industries

The demand for trained professionals in the field of agriculture and allied industries is very
high. A student may get well paying job right after graduation. After graduation they may get
employment / job in government agencies, food processing units/ farm management and
biotechnology research organizations as Research Officer, District Agriculture Officer, Plant
Protection Officer (PPO), District Soil Conservation Officer, District Horticulture Officer (DHO),
Quality Assurance Officer, Agriculture Loan Officer (in Banks), Production Manager, Farm
Manager, Technical Officer etc. Veterinary graduates may get government job as Veterinary
Officers; Assistant commandant in BSF, RVC, ITBP.

In private sector, agriculture graduates may find jobs as officers in Agrochemical industries,
Seed companies like SYNGENTA, BAYER etc., Agriculture Machinery Industries, Agricultural
Products Marketing Firms, and Food Processing Units etc. Veterinary graduates may get job in
organized poultry farms, dairy farms, meat industry and livestock, poultry, dairy and pet feed
industry. All the Agriculture Universities of Uttar Pradesh also organize the campus interviews for
facilitating employment of their students in nationally and internationally reputed
companies/industries through their placement cell.

After doing graduation in agriculture and allied subjects, one may also go for post
graduation studies to become eligible for services as Scientists/Teachers/Assistant Professors/ guest
