Rationale Behind Developing this Framework —

Reconstructed History textbook of standard X1 was introduced in academic year
2019-20. Similarly, Reconstructed textbook of standard XII is introduced in the
academic year 2020-21. From 2019-20, worksheet of 80 marks was introduced for
standard XI. Similarly, from academic year 2020-21, worksheet of 80 marks is

introduced for standard XII, for the subject History (38).

Worksheet of History is of 80 marks. Constructivism and student activity are taken
into consideration, while developing this worksheet. While developing worksheet
for standard XI and XII, weightage given to every question type and objectives is
taken into consideration. Activities regarding concepts, maps are given so that self -
learning becomes easy for the students. Questions for long answers are designed in

For the Board examination of standard XII History (38) subject, time allotted
is of 3 hours.

Questions included in the textbook at the end of every chapter, are for practice.
It is not likely, that all the questions in the worksheet will be asked from the
exercise given in textbook.

Role behind newly added question types —

History is scientific discipline. Historical concepts are interdependent.
History is not merely a list of events or something that is to be learnt by heart.
Historical concepts, facts are to be taught and evaluated accordingly. Thus,
from constructivist point of view, new question forms are included in the
History worksheet. Teachers are expected to give ample practice of these
guestion types. It is necessary to study the history textbook thoroughly in
order to be able to solve the worksheet. For deep understanding of concepts,
thorough study of textbook is necessary.

Now, let us understand about the question types
Complete the Concept Map

Students construct their knowledge based on their previous knowledge.
They corelate the knowledge to the context in previous standards. The central
idea of chapter can be explained with the help of picture / table / diagram. This
question type helps in understanding the context in chapter, easily. Students
can explain the main concepts in chapter precisely and clearly.

Complete the table / flow chart

Tables / charts help students to present the information in proper
format. Correlation between two units can be explained with the help of tables
/ flow charts and helps in understanding historical concepts.

Observe the map and answer the questions based on it

This question type helps in promoting the observation skills of students.
Students get the opportunity to express their views. Maps are important
sources of History. At the same time, we get an opportunity to understand
thinking process of the students.

State your opinion

This question type provides the platform for self expression to the

students.
