EITHER  

Theme A 

The candidates are required to draw a capsicum, a potato, a garlic and a small bunch of 

coriander leaves as a group. They can make the arrangement according to their choice. 

Special attention should be given to the character, form, structure, texture, tone and colour. 

OR 

Theme B 

Make a detailed study of two twigs of a money plant kept next to each other. Special 

attention should be given to the character, form, structure, tone and colour of the specimen.  

Note: A pot or vase should not be included with the twigs.
