Some doctors would tell me, "It's just stress", which
frustrated me greatly. I used to believe that stress indicated dissatisfaction with
one's work or an inability to cope with life; however, I genuinely love what I do.
However, I continued to push myself —— travelling, engaging in speaking events

and so forth — ultimately exhausting myself.

Eventually, I realized that I was leading an unsustainable life and needed to
adjust my perspective and life style. You and I are not obligated to confirm to

others or compete with anyone else. Each of us has a right to be exactly as we

are, and there is no need to apologize for it. We are not all the same, and it's
essential to identify a comfort zone that allows us to enjoy life rather than

succumbing to stress and pressure.
