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Important Instructions for JET/Pre-PG/Ph.D. Entrance Examinations-2026
Exam related guidelines for candidates (read carefully)

Exam Date: 27 June, 2026 (Saturday)

> First shift timing: 11:00 am to 01:10 pm.
> Second shift timing (Only for Horticulture, Forestry and Home Science candidates under
Pre-PG Entrance Examination): 03:00 PM to 05:10 PM.

2. Candidates should ensure to reach the examination centre 90 minutes before the
commencement of the examination, to avoid any kind of problem due to the time taken in
the examination process.

3. Before entering the examination, the candidates themselves should check their eligibility
as per the JET rules. The examination of an ineligible candidate can be cancelled at any
stage.

4.  Candidate must bring his/her admit card to the concerned examination centre. The
candidate must bring his/her latest passport size photograph (which was uploaded on the
application form) along with one photo identity card in original.

5. Identity card mainly Voter ID/Driving License/PAN Card/Passport/Aadhaar Card etc. will
be considered. (Photo identity card of any coaching institute will not be accepted). The
candidate will not be allowed to enter the examination center without the admit card, a
passport size photograph and ori ginal ID proof.

6. Request for change of examination center will not be considered under any circumstances.

7. Candidates should ensure that they sit only on the seat of their allotted rol] number in the
designated examination room of their examination centre.

8. Candidates should use only the black ball pen provided by the invigilator to fill the OMR
sheet.

9, Do not use eraser, correction fluid, whitener or blade to make any correction in the OMR
sheet. Under any circumstances OMR sheet will not be replaced.

10. Do not forget to blacken the circles of subject (only three subjects in which he/she
appeared/passed 12" class, out of 5 subjects) in the OMR sheet of JET exam. Attempting
subject(s) different than which he/she passed /appeared in 12" standard will invite
disqualification from admission process at any stage

11.  Candidate is not allowed to bring any kind of electronic gadgets, smart watch, calculator,
watch, mobile phone or any other objectionable item or any other device or books,
notebook or written notes etc. If any candidate is found cheating, talking with each other,
helping or using any unfair means during the examination, then the candidate will be
declared ineligible and the responsibility for which will be on the candidate himself.

Candidates are advised to appear in the following dress code in the examination:

» Wear only half sleeve shirt/T-shirt (boys), half sleeve kurta/topper/half sleeve blouse
(girls). Also they have to ensure that the attire chosen on the exam day does not have
large buttons, brooches which can be used to hide any equipment or communication
devices.

» Candidates will be thoroughly checked outside the examination hall. Candidates are
advised not to wear obscene attire or clothes made of metals which may put them in
trouble during any illegal metal test.

» ltems or prohibited accessories/jewellery: Jewellery like rings, nose pins, earrings,
chains, necklaces, bracelets, anklets, pendants etc. will not be allowed to be worn or




taken inside.

» Candidates are advised to wear slippers/sandals (without heels) instead of shoes and
socks. :

» Candidates will not be allowed to wear specific dress/uniform of any coaching
institute/tuition centre.

13. Question booklet of JET exam will be in bilingual (English and Hindi). In case of any
discrepancy the English version will prevail. While for Pre-PG & Ph.D. Examinations,
question paper will be in English language only.

14. There will be five options for each question in the question paper and OMR sheet. If a
candidate wishes to answer any question, he/she must darken any one of the appropriate
circles A, B, C or D and if he/she does not wish to answer any question, he/she must
darken circle E. :

15. Four marks will be given for each correct answer and one mark will be deducted for each
wrong answer (there will be negative marking). If more than one option is selected then it
will be considered as a wrong answer.

16.  Also read the instructions of the Question Booklet carefully, then check that the page
numbers in the Question Booklet are correct, complete and in order. Also check that the
pages of the booklet are not blank/torn/printed with errors. If there is any discrepancy in
the question booklet, the candidate should inform the [nvigilator within 10 minutes so that
the question booklet can be changed.

7. Apart from the situation mentioned in Instruction No. 16, no exchange of question booklet
will be provided to the candidate under any circumstances. Candidates are advised to be
careful in handling the question booklet and marking the answers on the OMR sheet.

18.  The candidate must enter all the information specified on the Attendance Sheet and put his
signature and thumb impression. Candidates should put the same thumb or finger
impression on the attendance sheet which they have given in the application form.

19.  Before leaving the examination room, candidates should hand over the answer sheet
(OMR Sheet) to the invigilator and leave the examination room only after taking his
permission.

20.  Candidates can take the question booklet with them after the examination.

21.  From the beginning of the examination till the end of the examination, no candidate will
be allowed to leave the examination room.

22. Do not ask anything from other candidates and invigilators in the examination hall about
complaints related to questions.

23. Candidate must follow the instructions given by the Center Superintendent/ Invigilator/
appointed officer, failing which or any kind of inappropriate behavior at the examination
center and using unfair means in the examination, the Center Superintendent will take
action against the candidate. Action can also be taken against the candidate under the
Rajasthan Public Examination (Prevention of Unfair Means) Act, 1992.

No travelling allowance of any kind will be payable for appearing in the examination.

Smoking, drinking alcohol, use of tea, gutkha and paan etc. is completely prohibited in the
examination hall.

26. Please preserve the Admit Card carefully for future records as it will be required to be
produced at the time of reporting/ admission/ verification of documents.
